Tia Holt knows firsthand the impact of the Ronald McDonald Family Room. ‘I know it is such a
blessing for the families,” Tia says. ‘| know because it was a big blessing for me and my family.

In 2018, Tia spent close to five weeks at Scottish Rite's AFLAC Cancer and Blood Disorder Center
and Ronald McDonald Family Room as she cared for her youngest daughter, Amber, who was
battling anaplastic astrocytoma, a rare and aggressive brain tumor. Amber passed away on
February 28, 2018, after a brave 15-month fight.

“When the doctors told me her cancer was terminal, my family,
friends and co-workers overwhelmed the Family Room," Tia says.
“Whether it was for extra space, a midnight snack or a hot meal, the
Family Room was always ready and available. That made it easier
for me to stay with and take care of Amber without having to worry
about how | was going to take care of myself!
